Permit to Restore Cultural Monuments and
Recognition of Professional Qualifications and Integrity
of a National of Another European Union Member State

than the Czech Republic
An individual who is a national of another European Union Member State than the Czech Republic (hereinafter referred to as the “Applicant”) will be granted a restoration permit by the Ministry of Culture provided his/her professional qualifications and integrity are recognised.
The proceedings to grant a restoration permit to a national of another European Union Member State than the Czech Republic are joint proceedings to grant a restoration permit and recognition of professional qualifications and integrity.
1.
WHO IS ENTITLED TO ACT IN THE ABOVE
An individual who is a national of a European Union Member State who has obtained professional qualifications to restore cultural monuments in another European Union Member State than the Czech Republic and who intends to restore cultural monuments on the territory of the Czech Republic.
2.
WHAT THE BASIC CONDITIONS ARE
a) Integrity;

b) Educational attainment or professional practice (professional qualifications);

c) Professional capabilities;

d) Aim to restore cultural monuments in the Czech Republic not only sporadically or temporarily.

3.
HOW TO PROCEED
By submitting a written application to permit the restoration of cultural monuments and recognition of professional qualifications and integrity.
4.
BASIC CONTENT OF, AND APPENDICES TO, THE APPLICATION
a. THE APPLICATION HAS TO CONTAIN THE FOLLOWING
a) Identification of the applicant, i.e. name and surname of the individual, nationality, date of birth and permanent residence or another address for the delivery of documents;

b) Regulated activity the applicant intends to perform in the Czech Republic, i.e. restoration of cultural monuments that represent art or craft works;

c) Clear specification of the restorer’s specialisation pursuant to the list of specialisations included in Schedule No. 1 to the National Heritage Act;

d) Intended form of performing the regulated activity (entrepreneur or employee).

B. APPENDICES TO THE APPLICATION
I. THE FOLLOWING HAS TO BE ENCLOSED WITH THE APPLICATION TO PERMIT THE RESTORATION OF CULTURAL MONUMENTS:
a) Filled in questionnaire of the applicant for a restoration permit;

b) Filled in chronological overview of performed restoration work;

c) Legalised copy of a certificate of educational attainment for the required specialisation.
d) Certificate proving the length of professional practice in restoration in the specialisation applied for if required pursuant to §14a(4)(a) of the National Heritage Act;

e) At least three documentations of individual restoration works pursuant to § 14 a(5) of the National Heritage Act performed in the restoration specialisation for which the applicant requests the permit to be granted. At least one submitted documentation must not be older than two years. The restoration work must not be performed on a cultural monument.

II. THE FOLLOWING HAS TO BE ENCLOSED WITH THE APPLICATION TO RECOGNISE PROFESSIONAL QUALIFICATIONS AND INTEGRITY:
a) Identity card and a certificate proving the applicant’s nationality;

b) Certificate about professional qualifications, i.e. proof of educational attainment and professional preparation from which its level has to be clear and the length and content of the education and preparation that it proves has to be stipulated there (e.g. record of student course attendance and credits);

c) Certificate of other qualifications and integrity, i.e. extracts from the criminal records;

d) Proof of payment of the administrative fee.

The certificates have to be submitted in the original or a legalised copy. Certificates proving professional qualifications have to be translated into Czech unless they have been issued in Czech or unless stated otherwise by an international treaty (Hague Convention Abolishing the Requirement of Legalisation for Foreign Public Documents, published under No. 45/1999 Coll.), whereby the CR is bound.

WHAT INSTITUTION TO CONTACT
The Ministry of Culture.
6.
WHAT ADMINISTRATIVE AND OTHER FEES IT INVOLVES
Pursuant to Item No. 22(a) of the Administrative Fees Act (No. 634/2004 Coll.), administrative proceedings to recognise professional qualifications are subject to an administrative fee of CZK 2,000.
Pursuant to Item No. 22(d) of the Administrative Fees Act (No. 634/2004 Coll.), administrative proceedings to grant a restoration permit are subject to an administrative free of CZK 2,000.
7.
WHAT THE DEADLINES THERE ARE FOR PROCESSING THE APPLICATION
The time limit to issue a permit to restore cultural monuments is set forth in the Code of Administrative Procedure; the time limit to issue a decision on the recognition of professional qualifications stands at 60 days from the date when a complete application is submitted including all documents necessary to assess the application (§ 24(5) of Act No. 18/2004 Coll.).
8. WHAT OTHER PARTICIPANTS IN THE PROCEDURE EXIST
No other participants in the procedure have been designated.

WHAT LEGAL REGULATION IS FOLLOWED
National Heritage Act (No. 20/1987 Coll.), as amended;
Act No. 18/2004 Coll., which makes provision with respect to the recognition of professional qualifications and other qualifications of nationals of other European Union Member States (Act on the Recognition of Professional Qualifications), as amended;
Administrative Fees Act (No. 634/2004 Coll.), as amended.
10. WHAT RELATED REGULATIONS THERE ARE
The Code of Administrative Procedure (Act No. 500/2004 Coll.), as amended;
Act No. 101/2000 Coll., which makes provision with respect to the protection of personal data, as amended;
Administrative Fees Act (No. 634/2004 Coll.), as amended.
11. WHAT MEANS OF REMEDY THERE ARE AND HOW THEY ARE APPLIED
An appeal in writing may be filed against the decision of the Ministry of Culture to grant a permit to restore cultural monuments and against the decision on the recognition of professional qualifications and integrity or on the rejection of the application. The appeal is to be filed with the Ministry of Culture and is decided on by the Minister of Culture upon a proposal made by an appeals commission.
12. WHAT SANCTIONS MAY BE IMPOSED PROVIDED PRESCRIBED OBLIGATIONS ARE NOT MET
A penalty of up to CZK 2,000,000 may be imposed on an individual provided a cultural monument is restored without a permit granted by the Ministry of Culture (unless it concerns restoration activities performed pursuant to §14a(13) of the National Heritage Act) or in spite of suspension of restoration activities pursuant to   § 14a(12) of the National Heritage Act or in spite of the fact that the offender is not a person entitled to do restorations pursuant to § 14b(2) of the National heritage Act or provided there is a prohibition pursuant to § 35(3) or § 39(3) of the National Heritage Act.
A penalty of up to CZK 4,000,000 may be imposed on an individual provided a national cultural monument is restored without a permit granted by the Ministry of Culture (unless it concerns restoration activities performed pursuant to §14a(13) of the National Heritage Act) or in spite of suspension of restoration activities pursuant to §14a(12) of the National Heritage Act or in spite of the fact that the offender is not a person entitled to do restorations pursuant to §14b(2) of the National heritage Act or provided there is a prohibition pursuant to § 35(3) or § 39(3) of the National Heritage Act.

A penalty of up to CZK 2,000,000 may be imposed on a legal entity or an individual entitled to do business provided a cultural monument is restored through an individual who does not have a permit granted by the Ministry of Culture (unless it concerns restoration activities performed pursuant to § 14a(13) of the National Heritage Act) or through an individual whose restoration activities have been suspended pursuant to    § 14a(12) of the National Heritage Act or through an individual who is not a person entitled to do restorations pursuant to § 14b(2) of the National heritage Act or through an individual who carries out the activities contrary to § 35(3) or § 39(3) of the National Heritage Act. 
A penalty of up to CZK 4,000,000 may be imposed on a legal entity or an individual entitled to do business provided a cultural monument is restored through an individual who does not have a permit granted by the Ministry of Culture (unless it concerns restoration activities performed pursuant to § 14a(13) of the National Heritage Act) or through an individual whose restoration activities have been suspended pursuant to § 14a(12) of the National Heritage Act or through an individual who is not a person entitled to do restorations pursuant to § 14b(2) of the National heritage Act or through an individual who carries out the activities contrary to § 35(3) or § 39(3) of the National Heritage Act. The Ministry of Culture may prohibit restoration to an individual entitled for restoration for a period of up to 2 years provided s/he has grossly or less severely but repeatedly damaged an art or craft cultural monument or its part whilst doing restoration.
13. FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS BY THE PUBLIC ABOUT THIS TOPIC AND ANSWERS TO THEM
Does every individual who is a national of one of the European Union Member States (and has obtained qualifications in another European Union Member State than the Czech Republic) who would like to restore cultural monuments in the Czech Republic have to submit an application to the Ministry of Culture to grant a permit to pursue this activity and to have professional qualifications and integrity recognised?
No. Provided the national of a European Union Member State intends to restore cultural monuments in the Czech Republic only sporadically or temporarily, s/he does not have to submit an application to the Ministry of Culture to grant a permit to pursue this activity and to have professional qualifications recognised; it shall suffice for that person to only notify the Ministry of Culture of the above intention. In that case the Ministry of Culture does not conduct proceedings to grant a permit to restore cultural monuments and have professional qualifications recognised and the individual is entitled to perform the activity already upon the delivery of a complete notification to the Ministry of Culture.
